Friday – Saturday March 11-12 2016, the Upper New York Camp & Retreat Ministries, in partnership with the 

Episcopal Office and Upper New York clergy, will host a Bishop’s Confirmation Retreat for youth who are pre-

paring for reception into the United Methodist Church through Confirmation.  The Confirmation Retreat will be 

held simultaneously across the Upper New York Conference at Asbury, Casowasco, and Sky Lake Camp & Re-

treat Centers and at 3 United Methodist Churches in Queensbury, Massena and Olean Christ.
